Fall Scholarship Opportunities
Apply through the Student Affairs Committee for nomination for the following scholarships. The committee will review applicants' materials, select nominees, and provide assistance in creating a strong application: 

· AIA/AAF Scholarships  (3rd and 4th year students) http://www.archfoundation.org/scholarships/ 

This scholarship is designed to assist students in one of the final two years of a professional degree program. The applications are only available from the departments of architecture at NAAB- and RAIC- accredited programs. The dean or a designated scholarship committee selects applicants. The applicants are required to write a personal essay, file a financial aid need analysis, provide a drawing, transcripts and class ranking, and three letters of recommendation. Applications are due in February. Scholarships generally range from $500 to $2,500. The awards are announced in April and issued prior to the next academic year. Recipients receive a certificate of merit recognizing their achievement. Our department has several scholarship winners every year.  Pre-application form, available from Department of Architecture office, due November 11, 2002
· Gastinger Walker Harden Architects Scholarship (4th year students) 

The scholarship was established to assist a deserving fifth year architecture student in financial need at a Midwestern university. The scholarship was established to fund the first semester's tuition, books, and supplies for the academic year. The scholarship will be available to an Arkansas, Missouri, or Kansas resident who will be attending the fifth year architecture programs at KU, KSU, and the University of Arkansas. Scholarship criteria: 1. financial need 2. good academic standing, strong work ethic, strong desire to become an architect 3. commitment to active participation in the professional/community life through service. Pre-application form, available from Department of Architecture office, due November 11, 2002.
· AIA St. Louis Ranft Scholarship (4th year students)
The St. Louis Chapter of the AIA has established a scholarship for residents of its Chapter area enrolled in the final year of study towards the Bachelor of Architecture degree at Kansas State University. The award carries a stipend for tuition, books, supplies, room and board during the academic year. The student(s) to be selected by the St. Louis Chapter of the AIA Scholarship Committee must have achieved an outstanding academic record and will have demonstrated commitment to active participation in professional and/or community life through service. Pre-application form, (available from Department of Architecture office), essay of 500-2,500 words addressing your academic and professional intentions, and an optional statement of additional information due November 11, 2002.

Spring Scholarship Opportunities
· The Student Affairs Committee awards college and department scholarships to qualified applicants. Each scholarship has different criteria. Scholarships are generally awarded on the basis of academic achievement, but some scholarships are awarded for other criteria, such as financial need, geographic location, character traits, etc. Students do not apply for individual scholarships, but submit one standard application form which allows them to be considered for all of these scholarships. All interested students must submit the application form to the Office of Student Financial Assistance by February 1, 2003. The application is available only on the internet at http://www.ksu.edu/sfa/scholarships.htm. If you would like to be considered for a need-based scholarship, you must also submit the Free Application for Federal Student Aid Statement (FAFSA) by February 1, 2003. This form will be available from the Office of Student Financial Assistance in December, but must not be submitted before January 1, 2003. You may also find the application on the internet. Your parents may need to be involved in completing this statement, so plan ahead in order to submit the application on time.
