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INTRODUCTION
This handbook describes the requirements and procedures for Project Programming and Architectural Design Studios 5/7, 7 & 8 during the 2003/2004 academic year.  It replaces earlier editions of the Architectural Design Studios 7 & 8 Handbook.
Catalog Descriptions
ARCH 705. Project Programming. (2) I, II.  The development of a program for ARCH 707 Architectural Design VIII under the direction of a faculty member. Pr.:  ARCH505/506, ARCH 606, ARCH 650, and approval of the faculty committee.

ARCH 706. Architectural Design Studio VII. (5) I, II. Integration of the physiological, psychological, and sociological parameters in the design of environments.  Analysis, programming, and planning problems, increased complexity of function and space definition systems.  Relating environmental technology to total design.  Twelve hours of studio a week.  Pr.: ARCH 606 or 505; and 506; ARCH 434, ARCH 515, and ARCH 453, and not more than one D in an architectural design course.

ARCH 707. Architectural Design Studio VIII. (5) I, II.  Development of the student’s project programmed ARCH 705, under the direction of a faculty committee.  Project must demonstrate a high level of achievement in systematic and comprehensive thinking, application of resources, and communication of total process.  Twelve hours of studio a week.  Pr.: ARCH 705, 706, and not more than one D in an architectural design course.

Intentions
Project Programming and Architectural Design Studios 7 & 8 are part of a year-long sequence of courses, which form the cap stone of the curriculum for the professional degree in architecture.  These courses provide an opportunity for students to integrate lessons learned in earlier courses, and to demonstrate their mastery of the subject matter covered in the professional curriculum.  They constitute the final testing ground in which students can display the knowledge, skill, judgement, and dedication appropriate to the holder of a professional degree in architecture. This year, selected fourth year students will have the opportunity to participate in some of these design explorations with fifth year students in the fall semester ARCH 605/706, a vertical studio.
Project Programming

Each ADS 7 & 8 faculty member independently organizes a course structure through which students, who will be enrolled in that faculty member's spring 2004 ADS 8 studio prepare for their work in ADS 7.  The course normally involves the development of a program for the final design studio project.

Characteristically, the course structure varies from section to section of Project Programming.  In some cases the project program may be prepared entirely by individuals.  In others, a team effort may be employed.  In every case, students are accountable for, and evaluated on, some agreed-upon individual effort for at least a portion of the project program.

The project program, prepared in ARCH 705 Project Programming, should be thoughtful, thorough and carefully written. It should address the full range of parameters that normally govern architectural problems including issues involving: intention, precedent, context, function, tectonics, structure, systems, and regulatory constraint. 

Architectural Design Studio 7

The purpose of Architectural Design Studio 7 is to prepare students to undertake the ADS 8 design project. It is organized independently by each faculty member as appropriate for the specific ADS 8 project to be undertaken. Typically, the ADS 7 studio has been concerned with urban design, systems integration, or design development issues related to the spring ADS 8 project. In some cases the projects undertaken in the ADS 7 studio have helped to form the physical or theoretical context for the subsequent design exploration.

Architectural Design Studio 7 is also important as a venue in which students have an opportunity to demonstrate the understanding, skill, and dedication necessary to complete a complex independent design project. While some of the work of ADS 7 may be undertaken collectively, it will be organized to allow effective assessment of individual student capabilities.
Architectural Design Studio 8
Architectural Design Studio 8 is intended to allow students to extend, hone, and demonstrate many of the competencies developed in the Bachelor of Architecture curriculum, including analytical and critical thinking; design; site planning; structural design; systems design; design development; and professional judgement.  Work undertaken in this studio is expected to be extraordinarily thorough, highly developed, and to be presented clearly and completely.

Each ADS 8 faculty member conducts an individual studio and is responsible for selecting the project and developing detailed expectations for executing it within the framework outlined in this handbook.  The projects employed are intended to be representative architectural commissions of moderate size and functional and spatial complexity. At a minimum, the projects employed are 30-40,000 square feet and support a variety of activities.  They are located on realistically constrained sites.  The projects should allow students to explore the full range of architectural issues.  The design studios are expected to engage in broad and comprehensive examination of the projects from the planning stages through design development.  Projects should be of a scale and scope to allow students to demonstrate a through and detailed understanding all aspects of architectural design.

Processes
Students who anticipate completing the final studio in the Bachelor of Architecture curriculum during the spring 2003 semester must enroll in and successfully complete ARCH 705 Project Programming [02 cr hr], and ARCH 706 Architectural Design Studio 7 [05 cr hr] in the fall 2002 in order to continue on into ARCH 707 Architectural Design Studio 8 [05 cr hr].

A studio instructor selection process generally similar to that employed in the proceeding years of the Department of Architecture program offers each student an opportunity to indicate preferences among studios to be conducted by individual members of the ADS 7 & 8 faculty.  The projects and project goals are identified by the  faculty members responsible for each of the studios.

The ADS 8 faculty members for the 2002/2003 academic year are: Matt Knox, Vladimir Krstic, Michael McNamara (Coordinator), Mark Shapiro (KCAP) Madlen Simon, and Chris Spaw.
Each student will undertake project programming under the direction of the ADS 8 faculty member with whom he/she will work during the Spring 2003 semester. Students will be assigned the same instructor for ADS 7 and ADS 8.  Exercises given in ADS 7 in the Fall semester will help prepare students for the particular challenges of each studio section of ADS 8 in the following Spring semester.

Designs will be developed during the spring 2003 semester with evaluation provided by an ADS 8 committee consisting of the ADS 8 faculty member [major advisor] conducting the studio, and two or more persons [advisors] selected by the faculty in each section.  Usually the committee consists of at least one other member from the faculty of the Department of Architecture, and at least one member from outside the Department of Architecture.  Often additional outside consultants are called upon to provide critical commentary on technical issues.

Advisors are expected to attend and take an active role in each of the four formal scheduled ADS 8 reviews during the semester.  They are not expected to participate in studio discussions, desk crits, pin-ups, or other ADS 8 studio activities.

ADS 8 Reviews
Each studio will have a series of formal reviews attended by all students enrolled in the studio section and the ADS 8 Committee consisting of the faculty member [major advisor] and the other committee members [advisors].  The schedule for the reviews will be clearly communicated to the students at or before the beginning of the spring 2003 semester.   At the end of the semester, all projects are completed and turned in on the Sunday preceding the Monday of the final week of classes.  Final ADS 8 reviews are conducted during that week.

Evaluation Responsibilities

Evaluation of the project program, and assignment of grades for ARCH 705 Project Programming, and ARCH 706, Architectural Design Studios 7, are the responsibilities of the major advisor.

The ADS 8 project is evaluated and graded by the assigned ADS 8 Committee.  Fifty percent [50%] of the grade for each review is the responsibility of the ADS 8 major advisor.  The remaining 50% is divided equally among the other members of the committee.  Normally, the first review constitutes 10% of the course grade and the remaining 3 reviews each constitute 30% of the course grade.  Conventionally, these reviews cover 1) conceptual design, 2) schematic design, 3) design development, and 4) design presentation respectively.  Normally, work presented in the schematic review is expected to be of the quality and level of detail required for final presentations in previous studios.  Subsequent work is expected to demonstrate an understanding of the building proposal, which surpasses that, achieved in other studios. The final grade for the ADS 8 semester may not be higher than that assigned in the final review.

The Heintzelman Prize

Each year since Professor J. Cranston Heintzelman retired from the Department of Architecture after decades of distinguished teaching of design and design theory, the faculty has awarded the Heintzelman Prize to recognize outstanding design achievement by students in the final semester of the professional Bachelor of Architecture degree program.  At the close of the spring semester, Architectural Design Studio 8 faculty members are invited to nominate candidates for the prize.  The nominees' ADS 8 projects are exhibited in the Chang Gallery and a distinguished panel of Heintzelman Prize Jurors selects the prize winner.  During the College of Architecture, Planning, and Design commencement ceremonies a handsome certificate as well as a fine volume on architectural design are presented to the winner of the Heintzelman Prize.  Nominated projects normally remain on display in the Chang Gallery through the summer.

Retained Projects

Material submitted to satisfy University course requirements become the property of the University.  At the discretion of the faculty and the department, some student programs, drawings and models may be retained following the final review to support the department's teaching activity, accreditation documentation, or to serve other academic purposes.
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
