Intentions
In the project programming course, students will prepare for the final design project to be undertaken in the spring semester in ADS 8. The programming course will complement the fall semester ADS 7 studio in which students will investigate the building type and the urban context within which the ADS 8 project will be sited. 

The final design project will be a mixed use development including housing, office, and retail spaces located at the edge of Kansas City’s downtown loop. In the programming course, students will engage in a pre-design process intended to provide the richest possible understanding of the ADS 8 project. 

Students will work both individually and collaboratively in the research, analysis, writing, graphic design, and production of a comprehensive program document. In addition, each student will formulate personal goals for the project. 

Objectives

Learn to apply theoretical knowledge about programming to a project




Practice interacting with clients in the programming phase




Explore programmatic aspects of life and work in an urban context




Engage in pre-design activities with passion and intensity




Learn to communicate ideas about program verbally and graphically




Consider the architectural implications of various program decisions

Create a program document that is carefully researched, richly imagined, and highly detailed to form the basis for the ADS 8 design investigation

Create a high quality presentation in book format

Procedures
Project Programming will typically meet for 50 minutes on Tuesday afternoons.  Meeting times and durations will occasionally change to take advantage of special opportunities or to work around studio deadlines. See the schedule for specific information. The course involves a diverse array of activities intended to provide the broadest possible understanding of the project and stimulate creative thinking. Activities will include brief lectures, readings, discussions, work sessions, field trips and site visits in Kansas City, library research, case studies, presentations, client interaction, analysis, writing, drawing, diagramming, photography, book design, and production. In a series of focused assignments, students will generate material that they will compile into a program document in book format. Students will create their own program book containing both individual and group contributions. The book format will be standardized as follows: 8.5” x 11”; landscape orientation; margins 1” top, bottom, and right and 1.5” left for binding. Group contributions will be produced in standard format and submitted in sufficient numbers for each student to receive a copy.

Students are expected to attend all classes, prepare for class by reading assigned texts, engage in class discussion, take part in field trips and site visits, take an active role in all class activities, complete assignments on time, fulfill their collaborative and individual roles in the creation of the program document, and set and maintain high standards. Students are expected to conduct themselves in a manner consistent with the ethical principles followed by architects in professional life. Since we will be together in three courses this academic year, it will be particularly important for us to develop effective working relationships.

Evaluation
Coursework will be assigned in class and assignments will be turned in to the instructor by the specified due dates. The course grade will be based upon evaluations of course work and progress towards course objectives. 50% of the course grade will be based upon assignments 1-10, the components of the program book. 50% of the course grade will be based upon the final submission of the program book and the student’s progress towards course objectives. If there are weaknesses in the components of the program, students are encouraged to improve their work for the final submission. The final submission of the program book may, therefore, earn a higher grade than the individual program components.

Since Project Programming is part of the yearlong sequence of courses forming the capstone of the professional curriculum, students are expected to demonstrate mastery of the subject material in this course.  It is therefore expected that, both individually and collectively, students will aspire to produce work worthy of an A grade. Any work submitted after the due date will be devalued at the rate of one letter grade per day

Guidelines to expectations and grading criteria:

A (90-100) means outstanding work.  The topic has been explored in depth, the work shows a high level of understanding of relevant concepts, the work is well developed and presented in language and graphics appropriate for professional communication.  

B (80-89) means good work.  The topic has been covered well, the work shows an above average level of understanding of relevant concepts, the work is reasonably well-developed and clearly presented in language and graphics appropriate for professional communication.  

C (70-79) means average work.  All requirements have been met, but the work does not provoke excitement and generally lacks some depth of understanding and development.  The verbal and graphic expression is adequate for professional communication.

D (60-69) means poor work.  The work is weak, lacks understanding and development of relevant concepts.  The verbal and graphic expression is inappropriate for professional communication.  

F (0-59) means unacceptable work.  The work shows a lack of understanding, effort and communication skills.
